Riverside Public Utilities rebate
programs are funded through a
Public Benefits Charge (PBC)
collected from customers.

Public Benefits Funds are used to:

scholarships and grants for

Public Benefits Programs provide
valuable rebates and incentives

to residential and business
customers to encourage energy
and water efficiency and
conservation.

The rebate programs help you,
our customer, save money that

you can put to good use elsewhere.

In six years, $23 million dollars
in energy efficiency rebates have
been provided to customers.

This year alone, over $4 million

in rebates were earned by Public

Utilities customers through dozens
of programs.

Thanks to one very successful
program - ENERGY STAR® -
you will find energy-saving
refrigerators, room air
conditioners, dishwashers,

ceiling fans with lights, clothes
washers, and indoor and outdoor
lighting in the homes of 5,000
happy utility customers, who
also put $525,000 of ENERGY
STAR® rebates in their pockets
this year.

In today’s world, there are far
more challenges to providing
water and power than there
were in the past.

Because Southern California is
in the sixth year of drought, and
California’s energy supplies and
transmission systems are
stretched to their limits,
Riverside must conserve both
water and energy.

By conserving water and using
local supplies, we can avoid
purchasing expensive State
Water Project resources from
hundreds of miles away.

By conserving energy, we can
avoid buying expensive power
during peak loads while we are
building our own local power
plants to secure Riverside’s
energy future.

SHARE Program

Over the past six years, customers
have voluntarily donated to the
Sharing Households Assist
Riverside’s Energy (SHARE) Fund
Program to help qualified, low-
income residents pay their utility
bills and deposits. The utility
supplements those contributions
with Public Benefits funds.

Over $3.3 million has helped
20,469 Riverside residents in
need.

To help our customers with
special medical needs, we
offer a reduced electric rate.

Our Utilicare Program assists
hundreds of your Riverside
neighbors who depend on life
support equipment powered by
electricity. Permanently installed
electric space heating or air
conditioning, or other essential
medical devices may qualify with
physician authorization.

WE CARE Program

For senior, disabled, or low-
income neighbors, the WE CARE
Program is available.

The program offers a free home
energy survey, free weatherization
and conservation devices. That
includes weather-stripping up to
two entry doors and four exterior
windows, door sweeps for up to
two entry doors, and up to two
water-saving showerheads.

Riverside Public Utilities offers
residential customers up to two
$55 rebates towards the purchase
of new, 1.6 gallon Ultra Low-
Flush Toilets to replace two pre-
1994 toilets that can use three or
four times more water per flush.

The utility also offered rebates
from $75-$175 this past year to
customers who purchased new
High Efficiency Clothes Washers
that use 40 percent less water
and 55 percent less energy per
load than standard top-loading
machines.
